KIDS ON THE MOVE  
 As you may have heard in the news lately, the trend toward childhood obesity on the state and national 

levels is becoming alarming.  In Nebraska, 1 in 3 students is either overweight or at risk for becoming overweight.  

In light of these facts, Hall and Eisenhower have chosen to support efforts to control the problem by having 

students walk in the morning before school.  Beginning at 7:40 a.m. supervisors will instruct the students where to 

begin walking.  They will continue walking until 8:00 when the bell will ring for line up.  We hope these efforts 

will promote better health along with improving studentôs performance in school.  Please drop your child(ren) off 

at the north (gym) door so they may begin their walking.

1. I will treat you with respect, so you will know how to treat me. 

2. Feel free to do anything that doesnôt cause a problem for anyone 

else. 

3. If you cause a problem, I will ask you to solve it. 

4. If you canôt solve the problem, or choose not to, I will do 

something.  What I do, will depend on the special person, and the 

special situation. 

5. If you feel something is unfair, whisper to me, ñIôm not sure thatôs 

fair,ò and we will talk. 

 

 

 

Eisenhower and Hall Common Beliefs about Discipline 
  

We believe: 

  

1. That a student should be responsible for his or her own problems 

with adult guidance. 

2. That a student should be allowed to solve the problems they create 

in their own way provided the solution does not make a problem 

for others. 

3. That a student should face consequences instead of punishment 

whenever possible. 

4. That a student should always be left with some control.  However, 

this control is on the adultôs terms within limits. 

5. That a studentôs discipline should be considered as opportunities 

for personal growth rather than bad things that should never 

happen. 

6. That preserving and/or enhancing a studentôs self-respect and 

dignity is crucial to a successful disciplinary action 

7. That the adultôs emphasis should be placed on learning new 

behaviors instead of ñpayingò for past deeds.  
 

 

 

 

 

 



 

SCHOOL DISCIPLINE  

 

 
The first day of school an elementary folder containing the district wide 

ñStudent Conduct and Behaviorò policy will be handed out.  This policy lists 

the districtôs expectations and possible consequences.  Please go over these 

with your child. 

 

Our buildings student conduct and behavior procedures include the Boys 

Town Model of Social Skills and Teaching with Love & Logic.  These 

procedures help assure that Eisenhower/Osgood students will be treated with 

respect and dignity.  Listed later in this publication are 19 of the Boys Town 

Social Skills taught at Eisenhower and Osgood.  Love and Logic parenting 

materials are available at each school. 

 

As a staff, we cannot accept any students stopping us from teaching or any 

student from learning.  We cannot accept any student causing disruptions, 

which are detrimental to a productive school climate. 

 

We believe that all our students can behave appropriately in school.  We feel 

consistency is important.  We also believe that those students who do behave 

appropriately should be recognized for their good behavior.

HOW TO GREET 

1. Look at the person. 

2. Use a pleasant voice. 

3. Smile. 

4. Make a verbal greeting. 

 

 

HOW TO FOLLOW DIRECTIONS 
1. Look at the person. 

2. Say ñOKò. 

3. Do the task immediately. 

 

 

HOW TO ACCEPT CRITIICISM 
1. Look at the person. 

2. Say ñOKò. 

3. No arguing, whining, pouting or complaining. 

 

 

HOW TO ACCEPT ñNOò 
1. Look at the person. 

2. Say ñOKò. 

3. No arguing, whining, pouting or complaining. 

If you want a reason, ask in a very polite, respectful tone. 

 

 

HOW TO GIVE A COMPLIMENT 
1. Look at the person. 

2. Smile. 

3. Use a pleasant voice. 

4. Make a positive statement (about accomplishment/quality). 

 

 

HOW TO ACCEPT A COMPLIMENT 
1. Look at the person. 

2. Smile. 

3. Use a pleasant voice. 

4. Do NOT disagree with the compliment. 

5. Say ñThank Youò. 

 

 

HOW TO DISAGREE APPROPRIATELY 
1. Look at the person. 

2. Use concern/empathy statement. 

3. State specifically the point of disagreement. 

4. Give reason for disagreeing. 

5. Thank person for listening. 

  



HOW TO APOLOGIZE 
1. Look at the person. 

2. Use a pleasant voice and face. 

3. Use the personôs name. 

4. Say ñI am sorryò. 

5. Tell exactly why you are sorry. 

6. Assure person it wonôt happen again. 

 

 

HOW TO INTRODUCE 
1. Look at the person. 

2. Stand close and still. 

3. Use a pleasant voice and face. 

4. Smile. 

5. Say, ñHi, my name is _____ò. 

6. Shake hands. 

7. Visit for awhile. 

 

 

HOW TO MAKE A REQUEST 
1. Look at the person. 

2. Use a pleasant voice. 

3. State request specifically. 

4. Say ñPleaseò. 

5. Say ñThank Youò. 

 

 

HOW TO LISTEN 
1. Remain awake. 

2. Look at the person presenting. 

3. Maintain appropriate body language. 

4. Quietly listen. 

 

 

HOW TO GET THE TEACHERôS ATTENTION 
1. Look at the person. 

2. Raise your hand. 

3. Wait to be acknowledged. 

4. When acknowledged, state request/question in a clear voice. 

 

 

HOW TO STAY ON TASK 
1. Work steadily for required time. 

2. Work quietly. 

3. Ignore distractions. 

4. Ask for help if necessary.
