ATTENDANCE GUIDELINES

The following policy was adopted by the North Platte Board of Education:

North Platte Public Schools are dedicated to enforcing the Nebraska Compulsory Education Laws; Section 79-201
What are the Nebraska compulsory Education Laws?

The Nebraska Compulsory Education Laws are to ensure the regular attendance of all school age children. Each school shall report
any student wunder the age of 16 enrolled in the di snastudeotimissésor *“ e
5 of more days per quarter, excus4ed or unexcused.

When students are not in school they miss out on valuable learning.

Some of you have received letters sent to your parents concerning your attendance at Madison Middle School. These letters are
computer activated and occur throughout the school district in all 13 schools. If you miss 5 or more days in any quarter, for any reason you will
receive this informative | etter. These letterssatreinopbevamngt ian
absenteeism.

As the Truancy Official for North Platte Public Schools the truancy officer is obligated to enforce the compulsory education laws. It
is their job to work in cooperation with all public schools in North Platte to investigate when necessary individual students who have excessive
absenteeism.. | may investigate students with both excused and unexcused absences. | will not have contact with all students receiving a letter
from your school concerning attendance. However, those students with habitual or questionable absences will require my involvement. Some
students wil/l in fact be referred to the County At pubsoryEdugation of f i
Laws.

Parent Tip:
We understand that there will be occasion for absences. Please call the school each and every time your child is absent,
ensuring accurate communication and documentation.
Educating children is our number one priority!

ANTICIPATED ABSENCES: Students who know that they must miss school should report to the office as far in advance as
possible so make up work can be completed before the absence. This would include medical and dental appointments, trips and athletic contests
in which the student is not a participant, etc. The student is to have a written note signed by the parent/guardian stating what time he/she will be
di smissed and who wil/ be providing transportati on. bylehceteachdr f i c e
and returned to the office the day prior to the dismissal. The student is responsible for all make-up work. Any student who is absent from school,
except for medical or dental appointments, will not be permitted to attend any school activity that day.

VISITORS
If a student requests to bring a visitor to school, the request will be considered on its educational merit and not on any social intent. In
the event the request is granted, the following rules apply:(1) The school must be notified in writing at least 24 hours in advance by the
parent/guardian of the student who is bringing the visitor. (2) No local visitors allowed and visitor must be in the same grade of that student. (3)
Visitors must report t o stosleweach ttacher ehereemeding & dlagsrbom. @4l \isitoas will e asked toleaves p a s
immediately if any problem occurs. (5) No visitors will be permitted during the final week of school. Principal has final decision.

ARRIVAL TIME
Please make arrangements in advance with teachers if you need additional help or wish to report early. Students reporting early will
use the south main entrance only. During times of inclement weather, students may enter the building and remain in the lobby or a special
designated area. Students coming early but not to meet a teacher previously arranged will wait outside till supervisors are on duty at 7:30.

TARDIES
After the third tardy, students receive a detention for each succeeding occurrence. After 3 detentions students may serve time in
Behavior Support as a consequence.

AUTOMOBILES
Students who ride motor scooters, motor bikes or drive cars must obtain a special form from the office which must be filled out in
detail and signed by the student and parent. A parking space will be assigned by a principal. Failure to comply with these provisions could result
in losing your driving privileges.



BICYCLES
Bicycles are to be parked and locked in the racks provided. Students are not to ride double on bicycles, ride on walks leading to the
racks, ride on playgrounds, or ride on bicycles belonging to others. All bicycles should be licensed. Each student riding a bicycle to school is
directly responsible for that bicycle.

NUISANCE ITEMS
Students are not to bring candy, pop, or sunflower seeds to school.
Students are not to bring nuisance items. (examples: yo-y o’ s, Il ighters, chains, pocket kni
inappropriate trading cards and stickers). Non-food items will be held in the office for parent pickup.

CHANGING CLASS SCHEDULES
Changes in class schedules will not take place unless the case is very unusual or a mistake has been made in the office.

DRESS CODE
Student dress and personal grooming are to be consistent with a business-like classroom atmosphere conducive to learning. Dress and grooming
may not distract from the educational atmosphere. Students who wear clothing that may be deemed vulgar or offensive will be asked to change.
That clothing may be held in the office for parent pick-up. Building principals are given general authority and professional discretion in the
administration of these rules and regulations. Students determined to be dressed/groomed improperly will be handled according to the Student
Conduct Behavior rules.

RULES
1. Students must wear shoes at all times.
2. Clothing which contains printed wording, pictures, or designs which advertises or promotes alcohol/drugs, gangs, and
which carries any derogatory connotation, profanity, and /or sexual innuendo, is strictly prohibited.
3. Clothing must properly cover the body and undergarments. Tube tops, tank tops, halter tops, skirts, shorts, and clothing with bare
midriffs that do not properly cover the body, are not permitted. Torn clothing will not be permitted.

4. Clothing usually worn as undergarments cannot be worn as outer garments.
5. Pajama type pants may not be worn.
6. No "headgear" is to be worn in the building.
7. Shorts may be worn. The following are considered acceptable shorts: Walking/Bermuda/athletic shorts, cut-offs, split
skirts, and culottes. “Short shorts” are not to be worn.

It is the intent of the school that it be free from the threats or harmful influence of any groups which advocate drugs or
disruptive behavior. The presence of any apparel, accessory, manner of grooming, graffiti, or hand gesturing which
denotes membership in such groups will not be permitted. This may be considered to be a substantial interference with
school purposes. Refer to 3.1 of the Student Conduct and Behavior rules for consequences.

EVALUATION OF STUDENTS
The following are the three primary ways in which the teachersevalu at e t he student’'s progress and achi
REPORTCARDS: The report cards indicate the teachers’ grading of

Letter grades are used in all classes. Report cards are issued after each grading period. In general, grades are determined by ability to
do work done on each assignment, quality of the work, and promptness.

PROGRESS REPORTS: Progress reports, issued midway through each grade period, are a means of notifying parents that a student
is in academic difficulty in a particular subject. Since the cause or causes for the deficiency, along with specific recommendations for
improvements, are listed on the report, the progress report affords the opportunity for corrective measures to be taken. Parents may arrange for a
private conference with a teacher if a student receives a progress report.

PARENT/TEACHER CONFERENCE: Athirdmethod of eval uat i n gisacbntrensetwithdhe teathér(s)angh r o g r €
parents. The middle schools schedule Parent/Teachers conferences to provide parents with the opportunity to receive more detailed information
on the progress of their child.

RETENTION: Academic success is the goal for all students at Madison Middle School. The Madison staff makes every effort to
provide the opportunity for student success. Retention is considered when a student fails a combination of four or more academic semesters of
course work within one school year.



GUIDANCE SERVICES
The function of the guidance counselor is to help a student with those things that do or should concern him/her. The counselor has
time expressly set aside to be used by any student wishing to discuss any personal or school problems.
A student wishing to talk with a counselor is invited to arrange a conference by stopping at the guidance office and requesting time
with a counselor.

ADVISOR/ADVISEE
Madi som'es / adlwii see period is called MBARK. This means
student attending middle school is assigned to an MBARK period. Your MBARK teacher will serve as your advisor for many activities. Seats
for assemblies in the auditorium are assigned by your MBARK teachers.

HONOR ROLL

ILLNESS DURING SCHOOL DAY
If a student becomes ill during the school day, he/she should report directly to the office with a note from his/her teacher. Students
are not to use classroom phones. If the nurse or designee finds the student should not continue in school, (temp of 100 or higher) the home
will be contacted from the office. No student will be sent home unless the parent or some responsible adult has been contacted. Under no
circumstances should any student leave the school grounds during the school day unless specific permission has been given by the main office.

INTRAMURALS
An intramurals program has been developed to provide an opportunity for all boys and girls to participate in group activities and
athletics after school. This program is under the supervision of instructors and is held after school. When students have finished playing
intramurals or athletic games, they are to leave the building by the locker room exits. This means that participants will have to take books with
them to intramurals or athletics.

LOCKERS
Each student is assigned to a school locker by their MBARK teacher and must keep that locker for the entire school year. Students are
encouraged to bring a combination padlock for security purposes and to report that combination to the school office. This may eliminate the lock
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being cut in case it becomes necessary to open your locker. St udent s are not a | | vaithv endthert studerft withautd e 0 a

permission.

It is important that lockers be kept locked at all times to assure protection of the articles inside. The school cannot be
responsible for books and other articles lost or stolen. It is wise to mark your personal possessions and school materials so they may be easily
identi f i ed. A st uduwritten ligktly in gemoikon thedapel irbthe front of any textbook issued to him/her.

Lockers are the property of the school and, as such, are under the supervision and jurisdiction of school officials. They are provided
only for your use and are not your property. The school reserves the right to inspect lockers at any time. School officials reserve the right to
search student lockers at any time there is reason to believe that something of an illegal nature is concealed there.

LOST AND FOUND
A lost and found department will be maintained in the office. Articles found should be turned in to the office. After each quarter
unclaimed items are taken to either Salvation Army or Good Will.

LUNCH PERIOD
Cooperation is expected during the lunch periods so that an orderly school climate may be maintained for those students in
classrooms. Eating in the cafeteria is a privilege given to students. Students causing a disturbance in the cafeteria may lose the privilege of
eating in the cafeteria. Payment into a st uden’'sparents ta prepay fonat
number of meals at once in order to reduce the need for frequent deposits and daily cash handling. Payments will be made in the office.
Pop or lunches brought from fast food restaurants are permitted in the school cafeteria as long as they are put in a plain sack.  All food is to be
eaten in the cafeteria only. All students are to remain on campus during lunch periods.

LUNCH CHECK-OUT GUIDELINES: 1. Parent permission must be obtained for each student. 2. A student may check out for
lunch only during his/her scheduled lunch period. 3. If a student is late for the class following his/her lunch, that student must make up
missed time after school. 4. Repeated tardies may result in further consequences.

MEDICINE
Medication is kept in the school office and must be brought to and picked up from school by the parent/guardian. No medication
will be given unless it is in the original container so that it can be properly identified. This means pills sent in an envelope or baggie with a note
will not be given, and must be picked up by the parent or will be destroyed. No medication will be given without a signed note from the
parent/guardian which tells the school what the medicine is, the amount to be given and the time it is to be given. We encourage parents to give
medications at home whenever possible.

SCHOOL FEES/FINES
A fee may be charged to students participating in band and orchestra. Fines may be assessed for damage to or loss of school property
and equi pment . At the end of each quarter a “f eel/bleianmetoftimst " i
will be given detentions.

STUDENT ACTIVITIES COUNCIL
The Student Activities Council is the representative body of students from each grade level. The goal of the Student Activities Council
is to promote the well-being and betterment of the school.

STUDENT ASSIGNMENT NOTEBOOKS
Students will be furnished with an assignment notebook at the beginning of the school year. Students are required to bring these to
class. Students are responsible for proper care and use of these assignment notebooks and are held accountable for their loss. If they are lost,
they will be required to purchase a new one. Cost for a new notebook for Madison Middle School students is $5.00.

TELEPHONE CALLS
The phone in the office is for business and emergency calls. Students are expected to use classroom telephones (with teacher’s
permission) or the lobby telephone. Classroom phones are to be used for emergencies only. Phone calls from the lobby are 50¢ and must be
made after school. Cell Phones are not permitted during school time. If a student is caught with their phone on it will be taken away and a
parent or guardian must pick it up.  Plans for rides home from special activities should be made in advance to avoid unnecessary phone calls.

TEXTBOOKS/ATHLETIC EQUIPMENT
All textbooks are furnished by the School District and numerically assigned to the students. Students are requested to exercise care so
that the books may not become soiled or damaged. Students are required to cover all textbooks issued to them. Students are responsible for all
properties checked out to them, including textbooks, supplementary material, athletic equipment, etc. Students will be held accountable for any
loss or damage.

STUDENT CONDUCT AND BEHAVIOR
Offenses and penalties
Offenses and penalties are grouped in categories according to their seriousness. They are not intended to be all exclusive nor all-
inclusive. Principal is given discretion in using these guidelines. Disciplinary action may include the following:
1. Disciplinary Conferences-Between the administrator, parents, teachers, and students.
2.After School Detention-Detentions may be assigned up to 3:43 p.m. Students must bring assignments to work on
during detention.
3. Suspension From Class-Students may be excluded from attending class for a period of one to five days.
4. Behavior Support Room - Students who are in violation of the school rules and regulations may be assigned by the
principal to the Behavior Support Room. Students refusing to cooperate and follow the BSR rules will be excluded
from the BSR and suspended from school. Students are dismissed from BSR at 3:43 p.m.
5. Suspension from School-Students may be excluded from attending school for a period of one to nineteen days.
Students will be expected to complete all assigned homework during this time. If all assignments are turned in to the
classroom teacher on the student’'s first day of return int
given.
6. Participation in Extracurricular Activities-Students may, at the discretion of the building administration, be
temporarily excluded from participation in or attendance at school-sponsored extracurricular activities or functions.
Students who are suspended in or out of school are excluded from school activities.
7. Suspension Restrictions-Students who are suspended out of school may not be on any NPPS school grounds, nor
attend any NPPS school activities without permission from the building principal.

First Offense: After-school detention and notification of parents

Succeeding Offenses: Parent conference and/or refer to Group 3, 3.6 penalty. Financial restitution may be required.

2.1 Improper care, deliberate defacing, damage to, or unauthorized use of school/personal property.

2.2 Truancy, unexcused absences, and not reporting for detention periods after school.

2.3 Leaving the school grounds or authorized areas without permission.

2.4 Causing a disturbance of class, cafeteria, assembly, hallway, or school function

2.5 Pushing, shoving, or tripping another student.

2.6 Unauthorized use of school notices or reports.

2.7 Defiance of staff/personnel authority.

2.8 Use of inappropriate language or gestures.

Throwing snow or ice.

Penalty for Group 2 Offenses

First Offense: After school detention. Notification of parents.

Second Offense:  After school detention or in-school suspension. Notification of parents. Financial restitution may be required.
Succeeding Offenses: Parent conference and/or refer to 3.6 for succeeding offenses. Financial restitution may be required.

31 Fighting, physical aggression, violence, force, coercion, harassment, threat, substantial interference with
school purpose. Throwing food in cafeteria is considered substantial interference with school purpose.
3.2 Damage to property (private or school) of substantial value.
3.3 Threat to obtain money or anything of value; theft or attempted theft.

35 Excessive and/or repeated defiance of school personnel.

Penalty for Group 3 Offenses

First Offense: Notification of parents and immediate short term In or Out of school suspension (up to five days).
Notification of police department if in violation of laws. Financial restitution may be required. Throwing food in
the cafeteria may result in immediate out-of-school suspension for a minimum of 3 days and restriction from the
cafeteria for up to 9 weeks. If this violation occurs during the fourth quarter of school, this restriction from the
cafeteria will carry over to the first quarter of the following school year, whether the student attends Middle
School or High School. During this restriction from the cafeteria, the student will have the following options:

(1) purchasing a sack lunch from the cafeteria, (2) bringing a sack lunch from home. Sack lunches will be consumed in an

assigned area.

Second Offense: Notification of parents. Possible Long-term out-of-school suspension (6-19 days) and possible referral to superintendent for

expulsion.

4.1 Unlawfully possessing, distributing, or consuming or being under the influence of any drug, inhalant,

narcotic, al cohadli,k et”o bdarcucgos, oor d“rluogo kp-sponsorpdreventsn al i a at

or prior to attending school or school events.
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Penalty For Group 4 Offenses

First Offense: Out-of-school suspension of up to 10 days, notification of parents, notification of law enforcement personnel, completion of
drug/alcohol assessment or tobacco cessation program at the expense of the student and his/her parents, possible recommendation of attendance
in class on chemical use, or possible recommendation to the Board of Education for expulsion.

OPTIONS:

10 Day Suspension:

A suspension of up to 10 days is made when a student has been proven to have violated the NPPS drug, alcohol, and tobacco rules but who
refuses to complete a drug/alcohol assessment or tobacco cessation program.

19 Day Suspension:
A suspension of up to 19 days may be given when the severity of the infraction of extenuating circumstances dictate.

Second Offense: Out of school suspension of up to 19 days, notification of law enforcement personnel, and possible recommendation to the
Board of Education for expulsion.

Penalty For Group 5 Offenses
First Offense: Immediate suspension, notification of parents/appropriate law enforcement authorities and possible recommendation for
expulsion.

STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES AND RIGHTS
REGARDING SUSPENSION AND EXPULSION*
North Platte Middle Schools have the right to make reasonable rules and clarify responsibilities necessary for the control of student
conduct. Any disciplinary action taken against a student will comply with existing state and school board policies and shall afford the student
due process.

Student Responsibilities in Disciplinary Cases:

First, you have the responsibility to follow schoolposedés.
under the rules. Second, if your conduct is dangerous to others, or threatens to disrupt school, you may be excluded immediately. Your
responsibility is to behave in a safe and orderly manner, whether or not there is a specific rule about such behavior in the catalog of offenses and
penalties. Thirdly, in presenting your side of the case, you have the responsibility to follow the correct procedures set by law and by the Board
policy and regulations; and you have the responsibility to be honest, courteous and reliable in your statements.

Student Rights in Cases of Emergency Exclusion or Short-Term Suspension:
All students have the right, in case of emergency exclusion or short-term suspension, to procedural due process. Before
you may be excluded or suspended from school for five days or less, a principal must do the following:
1. Tell you what rule you have broken or why you are being excluded.
2. Explain to you why he/she believes you must be excluded in the event you disagree with the exclusion.
3. Give you a chance to tell your version of what happened.
4. Notify your parents within 24 hours of the reasons for and the duration of exclusion or suspension.

Student Rights in Case of Long-Term Suspension, Expulsion, or Mandatory Reassignment:

In cases of long-term suspension, expulsion, or mandatory reassignment all students have the right to procedural due

process. Before you may be suspended from school for six days or more, expelled, or  involuntarily reassigned, you

must be:

1. Notified in writing, by certified or registered mail , wi
charges. Notice must go to you and to your parents or guardian. (Personal delivery is not allowed.) The notice
must tell what rule(s) you allegedly violated, provide a summary of the evidence and list what punishment is
proposed. It must inform you that you have a right to a hearing and how you can request one.



2. Given a hearing if you request one. At the hearing you have the following rights: to be represented by a lawyer,
at your own expense; to examine your academic and disciplinary records; to question the person who
recommended that you be punished; to present and question witnesses; to make a statement in your behalf. Any
statement, recommendation, or decision connected with your case will be effective when delivered personally, or
upon actual receipt (by you or by your parents or guardian) by certified mail. The notice of final action by the
Board must be delivered personally or by certified mail to you and your parents or guardian.
